The information®n the plaquesis designed tode used in conjlnction
with an activity sheet (the student resource, in this case 105161), one per group, which are subject themed in
English, Maths, History, Geography and Drama.

Teachersshould decide whether to focus on one activity or several depending on the time available and
aptitude/ability levels of their groups. They could have different groups doing different activities, orall of them
doing the same one. The plaques can be visited in any order so groups can be dispatched in'different directions
to minimise waiting time.

The activity should take between 60 and 90 minutes. If required, there is a special accessible version of this
resource which is wheelchair friendly (105142) based on the KS2U question list.

This is quite a strenuous activity taking in the whole park, which could mean a lot of walking / running. Advise
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to those used throughout the park forthe activity. Students can be introduced to the plaque and shown how to
read it before they set off in search of the real ones.

Unsupervised groups should-also be given atime limit to return, and reminded that park staff can be
approached in‘case of a problem.

Each group will need:

v._aGPS unit orsmartphone / tablet app (there are many free apps available.on all platforms)

v 1field compass for each group undertaking the ‘Geography’ task, markedin degrees

v . 1video camera or phone for each group undertaking the ‘Drama’ task with sufficient battery /
memory / tape for 30 minutes filming

V' copies of just the sections of the resources which:are relevant.to their chosen.subject activity

v' in case of wet weather we suggest laminating these or printing them onto acetate and using
permanent marker pens to.complete them

v at the very least use clear plastic pockets and pencils.

As a PSHE working together task, groups should be coached to share the roles involved in the
activity.
