1. Ask someone you trust for feedback, then
       make any changes to improve the game:

 ü Is there a clear direction from start to finish?

 ü Are there enough action squares?

 ü Are the actions too similar?

 ü Are there any spelling mistakes?

2. Come up with an effective name for your game.

3. Create the board and any extra equipment such 
       as counters. 
4. Make it clear and colourful.

5. Play the game with your partner!

NEXT
STEPS

 » Start by explaining the object of the game. What do you have to do 

to win?

 » Give instructions from the beginning e.g. how to set up the game 

and how to start. 

 » Don’t forget to use commands and time adverbs.

 ü Carefully read through your instructions aloud to your partner.

 ü Do they make sense?

 ü Make any necessary changes. 

 » Write or type up the instructions.

 » The other partner can make finishing touches to the game board.

 ü Read the instructions carefully first.
